A Viet Nam visa application can be 
downloaded from the embassy website.  
 
A valid passport and Vietnamese visa are required to enter Viet Nam. A visa must be 
obtained from a Vietnamese Embassy or Consulate prior to traveling to Vietnam; entry 
visas are not available upon arrival. Vietnamese visas are usually valid for only one 
entry. Persons planning to leave Vietnam and re-enter from another country should be 
sure to obtain a visa allowing multiple entries. Please note that Viet Nam requires you to 
have a passport that is valid for at least 6 months after entering the country. And be sure 
that you have enough pages left in your passport. 
 
You can send your visa applications and passport directly to the Viet Nam Embassy OR 
you may want to use a Visa Service to secure your TOURIST visa. A Visa Service 
generally charges $50 or more per passport plus the Country visa charge. ALWAYS 
SEND YOUR PASSPORT BY A CARRIER WITH A TRACKING SYSTEM. The Visa
